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Abstract

A national referendum was held in the UK on 23 June 2016, with the
result of a 51.9% vote to exit the EU. On 29 March 2017, the UK triggered
the Article 50 procedure which will lead to Brexit in two years. Brexit poses
a big challenge for both the UK and the EU. Future UK-EU relationship will
mainly be decided by the results of the Brexit negotiations, in terms of its exit
arrangements, transitional mechanisms, bilateral agreements, etc. This paper
focuses on the impact of Brexit on the EU, particularly on the EU’s budget,
economy and trade, European integration, and the EU's external relations. It
is expected that the UK and the EU will conduct rational negotiations and
conclude a cooperative agreement on their future relationship, ensuring an

orderly Brexit and bringing a win-win result for both the UK and the EU.
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
